CONSTITUTION.

Name:

The organisation shall be called the Bedfordshire County Golf Partnership (hereafter called ‘the Partnership’).
Aims

To promote the game of golf and increase people’s awareness of golf in the county of Bedfordshire.
Membership

The Partnership shall primarily consist of three organisations, each organisation being hereafter called a Partner:

e Bedfordshire County Golf Union (Men)
e Bedfordshire Ladies County Golf Association
o Bedfordshire Professional Golfers’ Association

Powers
The Partnership will achieve its objectives through the following means:

(a) By establishing an ongoing Development Plan which specifies the activities which it will undertake from time to
time.

(b) By raising funds from the England Golf Partnership (EGU, EWGA and PGA) as a result of the submission of its
Development Plan. Partner organisations may also contribute funds, from time to time, as required. In addition,
funds will be raised from other grant-awarding agencies and sponsors.

(c) The Partnership will use these funds to establish projects to implement the Development Plan.
(d)  The Partnership will have the ability to employ and remunerate staff.

(e)  The Partnership will have the power to invite / co-opt representation from other relevant bodies as may be
deemed necessary.

Committee
The Partnership will be managed through a Committee composed as follows:

e Bedfordshire County Golf Union (2 members)
e Bedfordshire Ladies County Golf Association (2 members)
e Bedfordshire Professional Golfers’ Association (2 members)

Plus (in a non-voting advisory/consultancy role):

e An EGU/EWGA Regional Development Officer
¢ A County Development Officer if appointed

o A County Sports Partnership representative

¢ A Golf Foundation representative
